PROPOSED U-8 REFEREE CHECKLIST
NO SLIDE TACKLING
Law 1: (Field of Play):  
1) Field safe

2) Goal posts secured

3) Corner flags secure and proper height

4) Parents at least 1 yard from touchline

5) Teams on opposite sides where possible

6) Coaches should be coaching from middle 10 yard area
Law 2: (Ball): Size 3

Law 3: (Players/Substitutions): 

1) Maximum on field including goal keeper is 7

2) Minimum on field including goal keeper is 4

3) Substitutions (unlimited):

a. Prior to throw-in for team that has the throw in

b. Prior to any goal kick

c. After any goal

d. After any injury, when referee stops play, by either team

e. To substitute a cautioned player if play stopped for the caution
Law 4: (Equipment)
1) Teams in uniforms that allow referee to distinguish teams and players on a team

2) Shin guards

3) Cleats (unless the field conditions are safe enough to play without cleats)

4) No jewelry, casts, metal braces (prescribed glasses, hearing aids, insulin pumps etc. are allowed)

Law 7: (Game Length) 

4-10 minute quarters with teams switching directions after the half.
Law 11: (Offside)  

No offside will be called, however, coaches are discouraged from playing their players in an obvious offside position to gain advantage and players and coaches may be cautioned by the referee if it appears the players are playing offside to gain an advantage. 

Law: 12-14 (Fouls and Misconduct, Free Kick, Penalty Kick) 

Fouls and misconduct are per FIFA Laws of the game.  All free kicks are indirect. Tie games end in a tie.
Law 15: (Throw-in) 

Conform to FIFA laws of the game except at U-8 level allow one re-throw after explaining the throw-in procedure to the child.  

Law 16: (Goal Kick) 

Per FIFA rules (anywhere inside goal box, defenders may be in box, opponents outside box, nobody touches the ball until it clears the box.)
